Stephen Tobey, 79, of Cornwall, died Friday, February 12, 2016, in the Penn

Following his military career,
Stephen taught Naval Science to NJROTC high school students in
Manchester, NH, and served as a substance abuse counselor. 

 

  
 

Stephen had a lifelong commitment to community service. In NH, he
volunteered as an Emergency Medical Technician in Goffstown, served
various lay functions at St. John’s Episcopal Church in Dunbarton and
volunteered for hospice in Peterborough. After retiring to Brevard, NC, he



served as an EMT, a Community Mediator, and a mentor at an after-school
program for disadvantaged and racial minority students. After moving to
Cornwall Manor in PA, he served at the local fire department. 

 

  
 

Among his various hobbies over the years, Stephen enjoyed participating in
Toastmasters International, singing in a barbershop chorus, crafting stained-
glass pieces, and researching and sharing the history and science of
Antarctica.
